Joel opened the keynote symposium with a broad stroke,
talking about how changing climate, human populations
and associated development and globalization, and the
increasing need for natural resources (especially forest
timber) will all bring pressures favoring increases in prob-
lems caused by invasive species. He charged those at
the meeting with matching the best science with the best
management techniques. He also reminded us to go
even beyond that, bringing in those from other disci-
plines, such as social scientists and economists, to
broaden our ability to address invasive species on multi-
ple levels.

Because of the current scope and reach of trade and trans-
portation, we have essentially reconnected the continents.

With this in mind it is not surprising that we are having prob-

lems with invasive species. In fact, fully 50% of the top 120
widely distributed species in North America are non-native.
We need better information to begin to attack this problem,

most data on the web is too specialized or localized making it

hard to develop global or large scale/ long term strategies.

For example, putting multiple species together on a distribu-

tion map could help us to decide which of the species might
the most critical for immediate attention. We always need to
be evaluating our model s
skeptical of results. o

Invasion is a process, not an event and can be looked at in a global,
regional or local scale revealing different processes at work. There
are several important questions to ask when reconstructing inva-
sions: What is it (the taxonomic ID of the plant)? Where did it come
from? How did it get here? Where was it introduced? How did it
spread? What are the differences between the plant in its native
range and the plant in its introduced, invasive range? What does this
information tell you about potential for control of the invasive? Keep
in mind that these questions are not straightforward and understand-
ing the issues and problems/limitations with the techniques and tech-
nologies we use to answer these questions is important to under-
standing what information you really have.
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
