Meetings and Events

outstanding opportunities for training and continuing education. Regional SRM sections also host meetings and range-
land tours throughout the year, allowing members easy access to networking in smaller settings.

Training Opportunities

SRM provides cutting edge, targeted training opportunities to its members both on a regional scale throughout the
year and international scale at the Annual Meeting. SRM is currently working in partnership with federal agencies on
the ground-breaking Ecological Site Description (ESD) workshop training program, which promotes the understanding
and utility of ESDs and ESD development. Workshops are regionally-based and offer discounted registration rates to
members of SRM. Training opportunities change regularly and the Society is continually discovering and developing
opportunities to meet the continuing education and training needs of its members.
